Updates from downrange:
 

     This evening the FRG Leadership and the chain of command participated in our bi-weekly down range conference call with the battalion commander and company commanders.  The battalion continues to move to the Baghdad International Airport (BIAP).  Movement to the BIAP has been slow and tedious.  However, 90 sleep tents are up, and the area which the battalion will occupy has been wired to support electricity.  85% of Delta Company has completed the move to the BIAP.  All of Alpha Company (with the exception of a 5 soldier support team) will be moved to the BIAP by this Friday, 14 November.  After Alpha has completed their move, HHD will start to move to the BIAP.  Echo company will no longer remain at Dogwood.  The Echo Enforcers will move to the BIAP, but will be in place for only a short time.  In December Echo will move to Camp Falcon (which is located in Southern Baghdad) and be co-located with 1-94 Field Artillery.  Alpha Company passed a few huge milestones this past week.  The POL platoon pumped it's 3 millionth gallon of fuel.  All companies remain busy supporting the 1AD in and around Baghdad.  BIG NEWS from down range is that there will be a VTC on 17 November for the BIAP.  Your FRGs will be contacting all families who have soldiers at the BIAP to gather names of those who wish to participate in this VTC.  The final list will be published by this Saturday.
Lastly, the battalion saw a big increase in the number of available slots for the R& R Leave Program.  Our allocations increased from 21 seats to 35 seats for the next two weeks.
